Since the opening of the lower frequencies
to Amateur Teletype operation, many of the
circuits developed for AFSK operation have
performed reasonably well, but not completely
satisfactorily. One such circuit is the terminal
unit (T.U.) described by W6AEE in the Dec-
ember 1952 issue of C. Q. In the interim
period since publication of the original article,
changes have been made in the terminal unit
to overcome certain operational difficulties.
The circuit to be described in this article
eliminates or minimizes these problems. The
circuit to be described below overcomes many
of those present in the original unit.

AFSK on two meters with transmitters ad-
justed for 85 to 90 per cent modulation gave
signals which were relatively easy to convert
into d-c pulses to operate the Teletype printer
polar relay or selector magnet in the single
magnet machines. FSK on the other hand
presents many new problems. Fading of the
mark or space signal, as well as static, are
some of these problems. Ideally in the absence
of noise and interference, either mark or space
alone can be used to derive the necessary d-c
current to operate the Teletype printer. This
feature was kept in developing this circuit.

The T.U. up to the detector circuit is ident-
ical to the original described in December C. Q.
From the output of the filters (BC-733 filter
modified) the singal is now applied through a
three-position switch which provides copy from
mark only, FSK or space only, thence through
the normal reverse switch into the 6H6 used
as a detector. The load circuit for the detector
has somewhat shorter time constants than the
previous unit in order to reduce the possibility
of random noise keying the printer. Next the
output is taken from the center of two five
hundred thousand ohm resistors (600K) thru
a series five hundred thousand ohm resistor
(500K) to the grid of one half a 6SL7. A
small amount of low pass filtering is provided
by an 0.001 mfd. capacitor from grid to ground.
The output of this 6SLT is fed to the paralleled
combination of a 6H6 diode clamp eircuit and
the grid of the 6Y6G d-c Keyer tube. The
clamping level for the 6H6 is adjusted by the

twenty-five thousand ohm potentiometer
between cathode and ground. The neg-
ative 400 is taken from the ‘scope supply
on the T. U. Damping for the transient
voltage generated at the time the cur-
rent is cut off in the 6Y6G cathode, due
to the collapse of the d-c¢ field in the
magnet, is provided by the 1,250 ohm
resistor across the coil.

In operation one can tune an FSK
signal in a normal manner with the switch
on FSK and copy will be found to be as
usual. Then try first mark then space,
copy will still be O. K. Another test
which can be made is to either use the
crystal filter on the receiver or adjust
the beat oscillator so that only one fre-
quency is received, then with the Mark-
FSK-Space switch on either mark or
space, copy will still be 0. K. This means
that as long as either mark or space
signal is received solid, copy will be 0.K.
Fading of one or the other will not effect
copy. It is obvious that make-break
copy can also be received with this cir-
cuit. This will permit Teletype operation
without FSK modification to any trans-
mitter that can be keyed for CW. Much
work remains in order to fully develope
M-B operation, but it is felt by the
author, that much can be gained , (in
presence of interference) by use of make
and break transmission. I wish to
acknowledge the suggestions and help of
Herbert Hoover, Jr., W6ZH.

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A Simple Power Supply fon the 2-in.
Oscilloscote Tuning Tndicaton

As is well known, the usual cathode-
ray tube power supplies represent some
compromises in the matter of avail-
ability of parts. Ordinarily a replace-
ment type BC power transformer is used
in a half-wave rectifier circuit to gen-
erate the desired high voltage. This is
a practical way to do it, although some-
what bulky. However there is a way to
to simplify the size problem by utilizing
television booster power supply com-
ponents, now available from a number
of sources at low prices.

The power supply circuit shown in
Figure 1 consists of a transformer to-
gether with a voltage quadrupling rect-
ifier system, thus capable of generating
450 to 500 volts d. ¢. at a current drain
of a milliampere or so, sufficient for
operating a small CRT electron gun. The
transformer has two secondary windings,
one delivering 110 volts a. c¢. at 40 milli-
amperes while the other delivers 6.3 volts
at 1 ampere. The rectifiers are small 110
seleninum rectifier units, and the cap-
acitors are 0.5 microfarad bathtub units.
The 6.3 volt winding on the transformer
operates the filament of the CRT direct-
ly, and the high voltage output from the
rectifier system operates the electron gun
voltage divider. The latter is shown in
the figure, also, for those who may wish
to duplicate the circuit.

If desired, additional voltage for oper-
ating the electron gun may be obtained
from other sources, such as the AFSK
converter power supply, simply by con-
necting it into the point indicated in the
figure. The overall voltage could be as
much as 700 to 800 volts which will then
give a thin bright trace on the CRT
screen. In place of two spot-centering

- controls, a small weak magnetized steel

bar placed in a certain position near the
CRT forms an efficient and simple way
to center the spot on the CRT screen.
Similarly, the horizontal and vertical
gain controls can be eliminated by jud-
icious choice of resistors in place of such
controls, inasmuch as they, once set, are
permanently set for use with the ter-
minal unit in question. Reference is
made to a discussion on tuning indicators
by W6AEE, in the May 1953 issue of
RTTY.

These power supply kits are ideal also
for operating grid dip oscillators, bias
systems, small RF amplifiers, and any-
thing else requiring moderate DC volt-
ages at low currents. The current prices
are such that one can stock up on these
items,which are ever useful.

CORRECTIVE MEASURES

for Model 12R.F. I.
By W2JAV

1-D. C. power supply should be built in
12 case...use transformer with electro
static shield filter input leads to 110
volts with RFC chokes (forty turns
on half inch form) and .1 MFD each
side to ground (input side).

2-Ground one side of the D. C. to the
machine deck.

RTTY 9

3-Install polar relay in case of 12 (most
of the polar relays are there) be sure
to gnd. pin No. 8 of relay (case gnd.).

4-Install two 1500 MFD. small disc
ceramic caps. across polar relay fixed
contacts to frame (both mark and
space).

5-Add a 75 ohm two watt carbon re-
sistor in series with each mark and
space contact at base connections of
socket.

6-Use shielded leads from polar relay
field winding to chanel amp. Add
1500 MMFD. ceramic caps. to base
socket pins no. 2 & 6 to frame gnd.

7-Add .005 disc ceramic cap. across
latching magnet to ground. At coil
frame.

8-Add 1500 MMFD. ceramic cap. from
sixth pulse magnet to ground.

9-Use shielded keying leads from keying
contacts to keying circuit, ground
one side.

10-Try adding .06 MFD. across each of
the 75 ohm resistor added in no. 5
polar relay mark and space contacts
to ground and check for noise re-
duction.

11-Ground the machine frame to other
equipment, make sure that cover of
MUX also gets a good ground to
base of frame — keep receiver an-
tenna as far as possible from machine
(a little distance will show a great
reduction, most machines have the
spark killer condensers in the base
of the printer — for those that are
external suggest that they be moved
in side of cover.) In general try to
keep the noise makers in the inside of
cover and with the leads filtered it
should stay there.
