The UST-170 is actually the combi-
nation of a microprocessor based data
converter plus a high performance
RTTY Terminal Unit. In the receive
mode,the TU takes the RTTY or Morse
signal from the receiver audio output
and converts it to a DC signal which
is fed to the data converter portion
of the UDT-170. Here, two single chip
microcomputers are used to convert
the ASCII,Baudot,Morse input signal
into an RS232 or 60 milliamp output
signal which has been regenerated to
match the mode,Baud rate and line
length of the user's terminal.

In the transmit mode,the serial out
put signal from the keyboard on the
user's terminal is fed into the data
converter in the UDT-170 where it is
continuously buffered and regenerated
in the desired output mode (ASCII,
Baudot or Morse) and data rate.

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A QUICK MEANS OF DETERMINING CW CODE
SPEED by Chuck Edwards,WgMNO,4726

There are,of course, many ways to
find out how fast your ID'ER is work-
ing,or how fast is your CW converter
or computer delivering CW.But most
are either very complex or inaccurate

This method is simple and accurate,
as well.

All you need is a stop watch and
an ability to either tap out or type
out the word "PARISE" five continous
times.What this would look like is:
PARISEPARISEPARISEPARISEPARISE. This
exactly simulates a five letter
standard,as set up by the FCC. Do not
include any spaces nor change any of
the characters,as they add up to 50
elements,necessary to determine ac-
curate speeds. Now then,what is done,
is to determine the time that it will
take to either send, type or receive.

You will find that if it is com-
pleted in 15 seconds you will have
an exact 20 WPM,or if it takes 30 se-
conds, you will have 10 WPM speed.
If you are transmitting with a Brass
Pounder Key,then it would be a good
idea to tape your output on a recor-
der and then time the output of the
tape. A simple curve can be plotted
so that you can find any speed just
by the time that it takes to complete
the magic words "PARSIE"™ five times.

Have fun with it. Never again will
you have to worry about whether you
are fast enough to pass any FCC re-
quirement for tests,CW identification
or make sure your computer is doing
whatever CW speed it is supposed to
be doing!

RTTY MICROCOMPUTING

Since most of you are interested
in developing a system for amateur
radio applications,I'll stress this
subject the most. You may have noted
in most ads for software a number of
buzz words describing various types
of software for home computers are
used. Most of these ads are for high
level software like Basic Etc. Thig
type of software is excellent for
most home applications like games and
other household chores. However, in
amateur radio applications this type
of high level programing is not suf-
ficient. Most amateur radio applica-
tions are for logic replacement,which
means you are replacing software for
hardware.Therefore,you require that
the software be as efficient as pos-
sible. This wmeans that high level
languages are not satisfactory for
most ham applications. More on the
subject later.

You may ask what is a high level
language? Well it is similar to Eng-
lish,in that you can write a state-
ment to perform a task directly. This
statement is converted to wmwachine
language that the processor will un-
derstand by the high language inter-
preter. For a single high language
instruction the interpreter might is-
sue 20 instructions to the processor.
For example a typical high language
statement in Basic is "PRINT". The
interpreter will convert this word
to a form that the machine will under
stand and print a message on the
screen.

A machine language instruction is
an instruction which the particular
type of processor understands. This
is the only type of instruction which
will cause the processor to do some-
thing. Each processor type has its

own machine language and code for one
processor will not run on another ex-
cept 1n certain cases i.e.
B0B0 code will run on a Z-80 pro-
cessor.
Z-80 code will not run on an 8080
processor.
6800 code will not run on a Z-80
processor etc.
Therefore, you can see that your
choice of processor should not be
made only on the cost and hardware
availability. If you don't want to
write your own software investigate
what is available for the processor
you are considering.

I discussed earlier that high level
languages are not suitable for ama-
teur radio application. This is due
to speed. Most amateur radio applica-
tions require a completely devoted
processor. High level languages add
an enormous amount of time to convert
the english type instruction to ma-
chine language. RTTY and CW are some-
what tolerant to slow software due
to their slow rates, however, with
SSTV applications every microsecond
of time is important.

Well you might ash how do I gener-
ate microprocessor code for ham radio
? This is accomplished by two machine
language programs called:TEXT EDITORS
and ASSEMBLERS. The following is a
brief description of each of these

items.
1. Text Editors are used to enter as-

seable language code into the memory
of the processor. Text Editors are
an excellent means of entering sny
form of text. They allow you to edit
or change the text or find a portion
of the text which you wish to change.
Text Editors can also be used to
create an amateur log book which can
be stored away and recalled at any
time from storage in the microproces-
sor.

2. Assemblers take the text file and
converts the file to machine language
The machine language can be stored
and recalled at any time.

Assembly language is a pseudo eng-
lish like statement which allows you
to write machine language statements
easily. In Assembly language you do
not have to remember as much as re-
quired in wachine language program-
ming.

Assembly language is not difficult
to learn. You will find many books

ans courses offered at your local
college and night schools. I would
like to encourage you to try machine
language programming. You can get a .
lot of satisfaction using your own
program over the air.

With the FCC giving permission for
ASCII to be transmitted over the air
I'm sure more processors will be used
for amateur radio contacts. The gen-

eration of ASCII RTTY programs will
be very easy for any processor.

I understand from VK3UM that he and
VK&4XV have been exchanging software
programs on 20 meters with good suc-
cess at 110 Baud ASCII. Their soft-
ware consisted of a text editor and
a serial port on their processor.
They were successful in exchanging
the source code of a computer program
The program was assembled and ran
successfully without error.

The NS-1A is an RTTY Demodulator
built around the LM565 phase lock
loop IC. This is an FM demodulator
IC so the NS-1A works on the FM prin-
cipal and therefore has no filters.

The LM565 has a voltage controlled
oscillator which is adjusted to fre-
quency by a 5K pot. The frequency of
this oscillator is placed about mid-
way between the incoming signals,mark
and space. It locks on these signals
and as they alternate (mark E space),
the output of the IC goes positive
and negative above and below a refe-
rence voltage appearing at pin 6. An
LM741 comparator or "slicer" is con-
nected to these voltages and the out-
put, also plus and minus, is used to
drive a 2N706 transistor which is
connected ahead of the 2N5655 keyer
transistor. This 2N706 has the effect
of reversing the polarity of the vol-
tage going to the base of the keyer
transistor causing it te produce up-
ward shift copy, mark/hold low, space
high. Two reversed polarity diodes
are used as limiters and to protect
the LM565.

A setting of the VCO 5K pot.can be
found which will permit copy of both
wide and narrow shift. Also the NS-
1A will follow wide drift excursions
without retuning the receiver.It will
copy AFSK and FSK equally well.Shifts
other than the standard wide or nar-
row shifts can usually be copied with
out further adjustment. There are in-
dications that the NS-1A will copy
100 WPM without any circuit changes
but conclusive tests have not been
made at this speed. The AFSK feature
should have wide appeal for those o-
perating six and two meters RTTY.

A zero center meter (u.a.) is used
as an aid in tuning. It may not be
needed on AFSK depending on personal
preference. A SPST switch is placed
across the output of the keyer tran-
sistor to put the teletype machine
in a "hold" condition when tuning or
transmitting. A +12v. and -12v regu-
lated power supply is required.

This all solid state terminal unit
is built on a P.C. board app. 3" x
33", The wired/tested unit with in-
structions,less meter,power supply,
switch sells for $26.95PPD.to author.
